o b b &:,_:" private memorial ceremony and interment onboard the USS Arizona Memorial.

e 2 Schubert, a veteran of the December 7, 1941 attack on Pearl Harbor aboard the
USS Arizona, passed away at the age of 90. The USS Arizona was Schubert's
first duty station after graduating from the Naval Academy in 1940. After the
ceremony, Schubert's urn was carried from the memorial to the dock area and
presented to National Park Service divers, who took the urn into the open bar-
bette of gun turret number four and proceeded down the barbette to a large
open "slot" that measures approximately six inches by five feet. The urn was
then placed into this slot and into the ship where Schubert will rest with his ship-
mates. Following the interment of the urn, Schubert's family was escorted into the Shrine Room, where they removed
the black clothe to reveal his name, which is now forever etched on the interment wall. He was the thirty-third survivor
who choose to be reunited with his shipmates.

The future USS Jason Dunham (DDG 109), the 58th ship of the Arleigh Burke-class, successfully
completed a combined builder's and acceptance "super trial" on May 20, after spending four days
at sea operating in the Atlantic Ocean. Because of the maturity of the class, the Navy holds only
one round of trials on each ship prior to delivery, instead of separate builder's and acceptance tri-
als. This "super trial" requires less time, fuel and manpower than the typical method. During the
trial, Bath Iron Works and the U.S. Navy's Board of Inspection and Survey tested the ship's weap-
ons, communications, and propulsion systems as well as conducting several other inspections in-
cluding habitability, water purification and food preparation. These trials are the last significant
milestone before delivery of the ship to the Navy. The future USS Jason Dunham is expected to
deliver this summer and to be officially commissioned in Port Everglades in November.

The commander of U.S. Fleet Forces (USFF) praised generations of U.S. merchant mariners for
their contributions to the nation's defense at a ceremony attended by more than 200 people during
Military Sealift Command's National Maritime Day observance at the Washington Navy Yard in
Washington, D.C. on May 18. National Maritime Day was established by Congress in 1933 to
honor the contributions and sacrifices of U.S. merchant mariners in defense of the nation. These
dedicated men and women are frequently considered the unsung heroes of the nation's defense.
Commander, Military Sealift Command, Rear Adm. Mark H. Buzby, hosted the event and ex-
pressed his gratitude to the thousands of civilians who crew MSC's ships. MSC, the single largest
employer of U.S. merchant mariners in the world, employs more than 5,000 civil service mariners
and more than 1,500 commercial mariners who work for private ship operating companies under
contract to MSC. Merchant mariners have been a vital component of American sea power since
the Revolutionary War when more than 11,000 mariners died in service. Today, mariners continue to play a critical role
in the nation's defense, enabling the U.S. military to operate around the world
