TACLET, a unit that is essentially a sea-going SWAT team. It is their job to board suspect vessels at sea to confiscate drugs and arrest the
smugglers. He took the audience on an unforgettable video journey into the Eastern Pacific Ocean. Incredible video showed a state-of-the-
art vessel, mostly submerged, moving through the water with the Coast Guard in pursuit. CDR Daly explained that ships like these carry tons
of illegal drugs headed to American shores. When the vessels realize they have been spotted and are being pursued by the Coast Guard,
they pull the plug and sink the ship. Wearing life vests, the crews jump overboard, knowing the Coast Guard will rescue them. All of this was
captured on Coast Guard video. Daly says the arrests are critically important because during their interrogation, much is learned that aids in
the war against drugs. When asked where these vessels are made, CDR Daly explained that they are constructed in the mountains of Co-
lumbia for drug lords. It was a memorable presentation that will not be forgotten by those in attendance, and he was given a round of ap-
pl ause at iités conclusion.

It was a milestone in the history of BCNL, and a night that those attending would not soon forget.
